Announcements:
i) Time consideration for agenda items as draft Neighbourhood Plan to be reviewed.
09.19.1390 Apologies for absence: Cllr. Day and Cllr. L. Belgrove gave apologies.
09.19.1391 Minutes of the last monthly meeting: The minutes of the meeting from 7th August 2019 were approved. Cllr. Wiggins proposed and seconded by Cllr. Housden, all in favour.
09.19.1392 Declarations of Interest: There were none declared at that time.
09.19.1393 Public Forum (10 min. item. Public may address the Council for no longer than 3 mins. per person). 
A resident thanked Cllr. Clark for all the work he had put into the Neighbourhood Plan. Cllr. F. Belgrove gave thanks to the steering group who had done a great job.
A resident asked about the Alresford Hall development as he wasn’t clear on what it was all about. The consultation had taken place that evening in the Village Hall. If needed the Clerk would help the resident with looking up the information on the TDC planning portal.
09.19.1394 Car Park entrance gate post
Council to decide the best method of making the post more visible to drivers as it had been struck twice recently by vehicles leaving in the day time. It was felt that a solution couldn’t be found at the moment. Stage one of the car park markings would be starting soon.
09.19.1395 Essex County Council fence at the railway line (bridge section) in Crestlands
Council to consider authorising a budget of up to £150 from the Highways Devolution Grant for fencing materials to replace damaged fence. Cllr. Osborne proposed and Cllr. Wiggins seconded. All in favour.

1st quarter reviewed at a recent finance meeting. £13,965 non precept income received in first quarter.
09.19.1399 Pavilion Management Committee Report
Cllr. F. Belgrove reported: 
· Cllr. Wiggins was thanked for chairing the committee for the last 3 years, the Chairman (Cllr. F. Belgrove) took over as stipulated in Standing Orders. 
· Towel dispensers to be removed as hand dryers now installed. 
· Lighting (temporary) installed along the fence line from the Pavilion to the gate
· Advertising of the Pavilion discussed
· A new air con/heating system so be more environmentally friendly
09.19.1400 West Tey Garden Community Development
Report of visit by West Tey developers to Alresford. It appears a pressure group (CAUSE) is opposed to the development in West Tey and has suggested many more new homes are located in Alresford and the Tendring area instead. Council to consider wording of a letter to be sent to the developers of West Tey for them to use as evidence that Alresford and the surrounding villages should not become Metro Towns.
Cllr. Scott declared an interest (due to being a Dist. Cllr.).
Cllr. F. Belgrove suggested a letter be written to the developers as to why Alresford shouldn’t be developed further. Cllr. Osborne agreed and suggested we make it clear that although we do not support any further major development in Alresford we are not necessarily supporting the West Tey development.
Cllr. Clark suggested maybe getting together with other councils so the view was stronger with more support to back it. Cllr. Osborne proposed and Cllr. Scott seconded. All in favour to send a letter.
Action: Clerk to liaise with Chairman to construct a letter confirming the Parish Councils stance on the matter.
09.19.1401 The procedure for raising a Point of Order at a Parish Council meeting
The Clerk read out an exert from the Standing Orders (section 1 p & q).
p. During the debate of a motion, a councillor may interrupt only on a point of order or a personal explanation and the councillor who was interrupted shall stop speaking. A councillor raising a point of order shall identify the standing order which he/she considers has been breached or specify the other irregularity in the proceedings of the meeting he /she is concerned by.
q. A point of order shall be decided by the chairman of the meeting and his/her decision shall be final.
09.19.1402 Alresford Neighbourhood Plan
Alresford Parish Council to consider approval of the Alresford Neighbourhood Plan for the public pre-submission consultation stage (regulation 14).

Land had been acquired but Naomi Andrews of Market Fields was very interested in working with the Parish Council in relation to the Station House. Satellite site to Market Fields, great idea but not sure how it would progress at this stage.
